Text: The Text should not exceed 300 words and be
typed in font size of 11 point with single space within
the area specified.

Speaker: Specify the speaker's name by bold letters
if it is different from the first author.

Participants wishing to book the hotel room by
themselves may do it and inform the organizers in
advance so that pick up facilities can be arranged.

The climate in Kathmandu during November remains
pleasant but slightly cool during the month of
November. It is advised to have warm woolen cloths
that may be required at night and early in the morning
as well as if there is any winter rain.
